As you are aware, the Legislature has recently set forth a number of new requirements for both the Justice Administrative Commission and court-appointed counsel.  Pursuant to 2006-25 Laws of Florida (House Bill 5001) Section 4, Line Item 876, “A court-appointed attorney shall secure a court order prior to requesting any transcript.”  As the Justice Administrative Commission is the agency responsible for reviewing and processing court-appointed counsel’s bills, as well as those of their due process providers, we must follow the new requirement and verify that there is an order authorizing transcripts.  Since this requirement took effect July 1, 2006, JAC is only requiring orders for transcripts requested on or after July 1, 2006.  All due process services should be provided in compliance with the local rules of your judicial circuit, rates, terms and conditions of the Indigent Services Committee, the Florida Statutes, JAC’s contract and JAC’s Policies and Procedures.  Ex Parte orders are acceptable.
